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Workshop Offerings

Perpetual Motion Etudes - perform a new work alongside the composer
Composer-pianist Jeremy Siskind has written a major new suite for piano: -his 10 Perpetual Motion Etudes combines jazz harmony and complex pianistic textures with dark elegance, a wry sense of humor, and virtuosic flair. These new through-composed miniatures, completed in December 2018, are reminiscent of works by George Gershwin, Nikolai Kapustin, Egberto Gismonti, Brad Mehldau, and Keith Jarrett. 

In this residency, piano students will work directly with the composer, exploring the possibilities of sonorities and interpretation in a workshop-lab environment, so they can truly experiment in making a new work their own. For all music students, Siskind will also present interactive sessions on how to use composing as a tool to push past performance fear and surpass your self-imposed limitations. As a culminating concert, students and faculty will perform all 10 etudes alongside Siskind, who will add his unique classical-meets-jazz improvisation to each movement.

As an educator, Siskind started teaching at the collegiate level at age 19, earning his first tenure-track job at Western Michigan University at age 25. An in-demand clinician, Siskind has written 11 publications with Hal Leonard, including the landmark instructional books Jazz Band Pianist and First Lessons in Piano Improv. He currently teaches at California’s Fullerton College, chairs NCKP’s “Creativity Track” Committee and spreads peace through music in places like Lebanon, Tunisia, and Thailand with the non-profit organization, Jazz Education Abroad.
